WHAT IS THERAPEUTIC RECREATION?

Therapeutic Recreation (TR) is the use of recreational services to improve or maintain physical, cognitive, emotional, and social functioning and to promote healthy, independent leisure life styles. The Plano Parks and Recreation Department provides year-round therapeutic programming that includes games, swimming, music, arts & crafts, and much more. Plano’s TR program is designed to provide recreational opportunities for individuals with special needs and disabilities but is open to everyone. Although these programs are considered recreational, there are many benefits that are listed throughout this program plus many more. The programs stress choice, involvement, and self-direction while offering recreational experiences, new challenges, and socialization in a safe environment. Volunteers are on hand at many programs to assist and encourage the participants as needed. Mainstream placement in many recreation center classes is possible. Dear Parents,
As the new session begins and we kick off our summer programming, we would like to thank you all for your support and patience. Some new programs were implemented based on your suggestions and we hope that you enjoyed the variety presented. Our Karaoke nights are a big hit and as you can see they have become a regular activity. We are trying to expand our programming for our younger participants. Please note the NEW ADDITIONS to our programs. We have listed the Adapted Aquatics classes. You have requested programs for these ages and we are hoping you will register for them. Please feel free to contact us with suggestions and ideas and we will consider them for future programming. 

We thank you for your cooperation in following our guidelines and we ask that you read the following, once again, to insure the safety of your children and provide a quick response should our staff have to get in touch with you while your child is at our programs:
· You must have a participant information form on file with the TR department. Please call us or email us and we will make sure you get one. You can also go to www.planoparks.org, click on Therapeutic Programs and get a copy of the information form there.
· Payment for all activities must be made in advance unless prior arrangements have been made.

· Participants needing help with personal care are requested to bring a personal assistant for those needs.

· Parents/caregivers must escort participants to class, check in with staff and leave a phone number where they can be reached.

· If a participant is being picked up by an unfamiliar guardian, neighbor, etc. please notify the staff person at drop off and leave your phone #, in case of miss communication.
· If a participant is attending an evening program, please make sure that you pick him/her up at the correct time and if they are being picked up by DART please make sure they have the correct address and location for pick up. Many of our recreation centers close at 9pm and if we return from an outing after that time there is no indoor place to wait if handi-ride is late. The best solution would be for parents/caregivers to pick up the participants following evening events to provide the best safety for everyone.
· A late fee of $5 for every 15 minutes will be charged to parents/caregivers when picking up a participant.

To ensure the safety and enjoyment in recreation programs for the participants, staff and volunteers, all participants are expected to display appropriate behaviors. If inappropriate behavior becomes a concern it will be discussed with the parents/caregivers and the consequences will be determined, including suspension. The success of all recreation activities depends not only on good planning and instruction, but the conduct of participants. Appropriate behavior includes the ability to follow instructions and interact with other individuals in a socially appropriate manner. Participants must be independent with personal care or provide an aide.
